Expectations to a Student Officer

By applying for a position in the BERMUN Student Officer team, you are confirming that you understand and will strive to fulfill the following responsibilities of the position. 

The duties of a Student Officer at BERMUN do not commence with the conference itself.  As a Student Officer you have tasks and responsibilities before, during and after BERMUN.  

During the conference, you will have to arrive an hour earlier and leave an hour later for Student Officer briefings and debriefings—no exceptions!

You must extensively research your committee’s topics and prepare reports on those in order to later aid the respective delegates. Your responsibility additionally entails writing a letter of welcome to your delegates and a personal statement, both of which will be posted on the website. The website plays a chief role in establishing a communication network between all participating parties prior to the conference; thus, work needs to be invested into it from all sides. You should of course coordinate all of the aforementioned tasks with the other Chair(s) in your committee.

Throughout the committee sessions, Chairs are responsible for maintaining order in their forums. We would especially like to emphasize their role in stimulating productive debate. It is essential that each Student Officer masters the technique of chairing while being well versed on the issues, the UN Charter, and other relevant documents. All Student Officers must further be fluent in the English language. The ideal Student Officer motivates delegates, enjoys teamwork and is committed to working towards a successful conference. 

All of these points are very important and it is crucial that you act reliably and responsibly as a part of the BERMUN Student Officer team.
